Supervisors Report:

· The Richmond Township has included in the Inter governmental agreement that Burton Township does financially assist the program, and that we will also be listed on all publications. The Burton Township Board members are in agreement.
· The Recreation Dept. is asking for the annual donation of $2,000, which is due in May, 2014.
· Jim Anhalt, a village trustee, called Sam with a residential question, not as an official, requesting money from the residents. They want to add an additional 150 ft. of pipe down main street at the cost of $10,000.00 per homeowner. They are in need of 10 homeowners to assist. 
· We are still not certain who the owner of the Town Hall is. There is no proof anywhere. 
We have to decide if it is worth it to pay $1,200.00 for a title policy. The building cannot ever be ADA compliant.  The Township attorney is suggesting we may want to turn the building over to the Village. 
· Sam will be meeting with Dave Lorraine to discuss purchasing of his property.
Road Commissioners Report 
· Dan is waiting on a price for the lawnmower from Novotny’s.
· The Salt supply is holding out. 
· The new truck had the power steering pump replaced.
Assessors Report:
· There were 25 phone inquiries from appraisers and realtors; 1 call from a homeowner for AHE.
There were 30 email inquiries regarding various properties, mostly sales.

There were 2 permits, neither assessable, 1 security alarm and 1 for siding.

There was 1 Home Sale.

· The county building and zoning has requested help from Assessor’s in obtaining foundation types of properties in various flood zones. The IDNR may provide a grant for a voluntary buyout of these structures. 
· McHenry County Assessment office purchased a PAMS license and is requesting Townships to provide all property records annually, for informational purposes only.
· Jessica obtained the county books to compare assessment records.
All sales from November of 2013 forward are entered. All appeal changes are recorded. 

· Jessica will continue to update and repair pictures and drawings of buildings.
