· Sam learned that Burton Township did not pay the $3,000.00 agreement in April 2015 as we in the past. With that and along with $1,600.00 which was 2% of our ridership, our balance due is $4,600.00 to Richmond Senior Transportation.
· The Township received a letter from a resident seeking financial help. The applicant was advised to begin the process to see if she qualifies.

·  McHenry County will be having a Recycling Program on May 2, 2015 from 8 am – 1 pm at the Administrative Building in Woodstock. They will be accepting everything; there is a small charge for paint and light bulbs.
Road Commissioners Report
· Dan is purchasing 100 tons salt for a low cost of $63.00 a ton from Spring Grove. It is a benefit to have the space store it.
Assessors Report:

· There were 15 phone inquiries from appraisers and realtors; 1 for assessment appeal and 1 for Senior exemption.
There were 40 email inquiries for various properties.
We had 5 permits this month and 3 sales.
· Bob Ross, the Chef Assessor made a decision to give a positive factor this year.
The Burton Township residents will be seeing a 7.59% assessment increase in 2016. There should have been a 3% increase for 2015 but there was not. Now the residents will get hit with over double % increase.
The Burton Township residents will also be responsible for the majority of the shift of the School Taxes due to Richmond having a significantly lower factor.
