· Sam and Jessica attended the Townships Consolidation meeting. After 3 hours of deliberating; it was agreed on that the Townships will not consolidate at this time. It will remain this way for the next four years. It was decided to provide a budget of $15,000.00 to conduct a study on this topic for the future.
· The Senior Service Grant Commission hearing went well. The Committee was impressed with the relationship between Richmond and Spring Grove Townships and the fact that we utilize the monies we receive from the grants. 
Richmond Township requested the amount of $50,000.00 and was granted $40,000.00.

· Sam had a discussion with Mark Eisenberg, the President of the Village of Spring Grove, regarding Burton Township sharing office space in the Village Hall building. Sam mentioned the possibility of adding an addition to the current building to create three offices and share the current meeting room.
Neil Anderson, the Township Attorney and Chief Tobias both feel this could work once legalities were in place. 

Sam will meet with Mark in the near future.

Road Commissioners Report
· Dan met with Tom Miles and Jerry Wagner to discuss Thelen’s using Siedschlag road as a re-route. Thelen’s donated $10,000 to both Spring Grove Village and Burton Township for any damage that may be caused while the traffic is re-routed.
· The residents in the Preservation Oaks subdivision were very happy to see the concrete road repairs completed.
