They learned that assessors in other Township have taken large decreases in pay and have gone from full time to part time. This is why she and all other assessors will promote the importance of their roles as assessors.
· Jessica has heard that a resident in Burton Township may be interested in the assessor position. She will keep us posted on the status.
· She also received a PTAB, (state appeal) that is questioning her ability to fulfill the responsibilities as the Township Assessor. Her superior, Bob Ross, is strongly recommending that she send the state a rebuttal.
