· Sam commented that the consolidation of townships is looking stronger, we will know more at a later date.
· The Town funds are moved from Illinois Funds to Spring Grove State Bank.
Road Commissioners Report
· Dan informed the board of a dead tree in the grave yard on Main Street that will need to be removed. 
Trustee Merrilee Anhalt made a motion for Dan to hire a tree service to remove the tree and was seconded by Trustee John Flood. Voice vote, all ayes, motion carried.
